
HEY VICTORY PARENTS,

WHAT TIME IS DROP-OFF AND PICKUP?  
We highly recommend using the Ehrman Road entrance since the Children’s South (Entrance F) will 

be our drop-o� and pickup entrance for camp. Since we have more kids this year, and to create a 

smooth check-in and check-out process, we are asking that all families with a last name starting 

with A-L please drop o� between 8:30-8:45 AM. If your last name begins with M-Z, please drop 

o� between 8:45-9:00 AM. Last names beginning with A-L will pick up between 4:00-4:15 PM. 

Last names beginning with M-Z will pick up between 4:15-4:30 PM.

LATE ARRIVAL
All late arrivals will need to use the North Entrance by Car Shop and stop by the Security tent. 
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WHAT SHOULD MY CHILDREN BRING WITH THEM?

WHAT SHOULD I DO WITH MY CHILD’S MEDICATION? 
All prescription medications must be turned in to the nurse at registration on the first day (June 24, 

2025). Our nurses are certified. Nurses will ensure students take their medication. 

 

PACKED LUNCHES (DIETARY RESTRICTIONS ONLY) 
Packed lunches can go to the nurses’ station in the lobby. Please label with name and grade. 

 

WRISTBANDS 
When your student checks in with their small group leader, they will be given a wristband to identify 

which crew they belong to and to help with pickup procedures. Please do not remove this wristband 

until the end of camp on Thursday. If your student does need a new wristband, please let the small 

group coordinator know when you check them into their area. 

 

CAMP T-SHIRTS 
Camp T-shirts can be picked up on the first day of camp. There will be a table with your student’s 

grade/gender color. Please choose a T-shirt from that table before checking them into their 

designated area. 

 

CRAFTS 
Each day your student will be making a craft. After you pick up your student, please visit their grade/

gender table for their craft.
